we acquired an old school building in Northridge that
we are remodeling to become our new Family Shelter.
With roughly 12,000 square feet and a good sized
piece of property, we will be able to provide shelter
tor about 30 families. We will also offer expanded
programming to help these families take the needed
steps to wholeness and a home.

'This new facility will also house most of our offices,
as well as the commercial kitchen that will prepare
meals for not only the resident families, but those

Program Launch

In August this last year, we launched our first
residential Life Recovery Program for men in
partnership with Ventura County Rescue Mission.
'This program, with just 4 to 6 men, is designed to give
men a personalized small group environment. Each of
the men spends 8 to 12 weeks at our mission house as
a part of their overall 10 month program.

To get the program going, five men moved in and
helped do some final remodeling to the house. Tommy,
pictured here with the Program Manager Paul Yoon,
says, “‘I've never learned and grown so much as I have
in my time here.” Tommy looks forward to graduating
and being back with his wife and kids, clean, sober,

and ready to take on life again.
